At	Newhaven,	we	are	ambitious	for	our	students	and	have	designed	our	curriculum	as	the	
vehicle	to	ensure	that	they	can	overcome	a	range	of	disadvantages.	We	aim	to	provide	them	
with	the	breadth	of	knowledge	and	cultural	capital	as	well	as	the	necessary	support	they	
need	to	succeed	in	life.	This	includes	opportunities	for	success	academically,	technically	and	
vocationally	as	well	as	the	broader	development	of	students’	interests,	resilience	and	skills	
for	life.

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In	Key	Stage	4	and	5	at	King’s	park,	all	students	study	a	core	of	subjects	and	then	chose	two	
options.	 The	 options	 are	 in	 vertical	 groups	 meaning	 they	 will	 often	 have	 a	 mix	 of	 year	
groups.	This	allows	 students	 to	have	a	wider	 choice.	 Students	who	are	halfway	 through	a	
course	already	will	usually	continue	with	that	course.	Speak	to	your	teachers	for	advice.		

There	is	also	an	opportunity	to	spend	a	day	a	week	at	Hadlow	College	Mottingham,	studying	
Animal	 Care	 to	 level	 1	with	 the	 possibility	 of	 extending	 this	 to	 level	 2	 in	 the	 6th	 form	 by	
spending	3	or	more	days	a	week	there.	We	also	offer	bespoke	work	experience	and	college	
placements,	particularly	in	year	11	and	the	6th	form.	If	students	opt	to	stay	at	King’s	park	for	
year	 14,	 as	 they	 need	 an	 extra	 year	 to	 be	 ready	 for	 college	 or	 work,	 then	 the	 bespoke	
programme	will	be	entirely	focussed	on	developing	this	readiness.		

Finally,	 students	who	 have	 not	 yet	 completed	 the	 European	 Computer	Driving	 License	 to	
level	2	will	have	the	opportunity	to	do	so.

The	seven	EPQ	taught	skills	lessons	at	our	school	are	adapted	to	the	needs	of	our	
pupils	and	delivered	as	workshops	specifically	to	support	pupils	studying	for	the	Extended	
Project	Qualification	(EPQ),	or	to	some	lesser	extent	pupils	undertaking	the	HPQ	and	FPQ.

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GCSE	Computer	Science	helps	you	think	about	how	technology	is	created.	It	allows	you	to	
understand	how	people	work	together	with	computers	to	develop	world	changing	applications	like	
Facebook,	Spotify	and	eBay.	You’ll	also	develop	the	skills	that	colleges,	universities	and	employers	
are	looking	for	–	and	they’ll	prove	valuable	for	the	rest	of	your	life.	

Over	the	course	you	will	cover:		

•	Computational	thinking:	this	is	about	thinking	through	a	complex	problem,	taking	the	time	to	
understand	what	the	problem	is	and	then	develop	potential	solutions.
